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though Roslyn residents lose some indi-
vidual rights, they receive a lot in return,
including the stability of community char-
acter, which equates to a certain quality of
life,” Collins said. Garden City, as Tobin
points out, could take from this model to
create a plan that worked for them.

Garden City Historical Society Presi-
dent Brian Pinnola opened the floor for
questions from the audience. Residents
desired to know if any state and/or federal
organizations existed to slow the oncom-
.ing demolition.

They both agreed that there is
no immediate need to come up with a plan
for the entire building at once. :

Pinnola, following a remark by Tobin
about another structure that not only was
preserved but won the Preservation
League’s exemplary award, said, “Our
goal is to win the Excellence in Preserva-
tion Award in 2015.”

Cathy Wood, who attended the forum
with her son, Alex, a Garden City Middle
School student, added: “We have to save
St. Paul’s. We came here tonight to get
more involved.”
